2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards,
and disclosure norms. etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard
to compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if  any. are  reported  through
Inspection Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made
by management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial
statements. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

Above wrongly included Rs.3066.00 lakh on accounts of investment made out of
Corpus/ Capital Fund which should have been depicted as Investment Others under
Schedule-10. This has resulted in overstatement of Investments from Earmarked/
Endowment Funds (Schedule-9) and understatement of Investment others
(Schedule-10) by Rs.3066.00 lakh each.

A.2 Current Assets, Loans, Advances (Schedule 11): Rs.650.90 lakh

. Above inctudes Rs.112.19 lakh on account of EPF deposited (Under Litigation-
Appeal Pendiﬁgj by the NZCC during 2015-16. As the matter is under litigation. and
recovery of the amount deposited is of contingent nature, the booking of this amount
as recoverable is against the Accounting Principle of Conservatism. This has
resulted in overstatement of Current Assets, Loans, Advances (Schedule 11) as well
as overstatement of Reserve & Surplus by Rs.112.19 lakh each.

1. INTRODUCTION

North Zone Cultural Centre- an autonomous body under the Ministry of
Culture, Government of India - was inaugurated in November 1985 by the
Prime Minister of India. Its chief objective is to preserve, innovate, promote
and disseminate the arts of the Zone comprising the states of Jammu and
Kashmir, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh, Punjab, Rajasthan, Uttrakhand and
the Union Territory of Chandigarh under the broad disciplines of Sangeet
(Music), Natak (Theatre), Lalit Kala (the field of visual arts such as
Paintings, Sculptures, Graphics, Photography, Ceramics and other arts
allied to the field of fine arts) and Sahitya (Literature), and to develop and
expand a zonal center of excellence in creative arts, and further to develop
and promote the rich diversity and uniqueness of various art forms and their
contribution to the composite identity of cultural heritage of India.

This Centre is registered as a society under the Registration of Societies Act
1860. Ministry of Culture, Government of India is the nodal Ministry which
co-ordinates and regulates working of the Centre. His Excellency the
Governor of Punjab is the Chairman of the Governing Body of the Centre.

2 ACTIVITIESOFTHE NZCCTO ACHIEVEITS OBJECTIVES:

In order to fulfill its objectives, North Zone Cultural Centre has organised a
huge number of activities covering all the aspects of art and culture like Fairs
and Festivals, Painting Camps, Theatre Workshops, Workshops on Folk
Dances, Folk Music, Folk Instruments, workshops for children especially for
slum children in folk dances/music, painting & theatre etc. A number of
programmes were organized every year in rural areas, Military
Cantonments, Educational institutions, even at Wagha Border, and remote
areas and Sub-Divisional/District/State headquarters in the member States
of the Zone. Emphasis has always been to put up quality performances. It
has documented many Art Forms. North Zone Cultural Centre had
organised programmes not only at the National level but abroad also under
International Cultural Exchange Programme.

'Shravani Mela' at Jogeshwar Dham (Uttrakhand); 'Baba Sheikh Farid
Agman Purb' at Faridkot (Punjab); 'Yamuna Sharad Utsav' at Pithoragarh
(Uttarakhand); 'Kinnaur Mahotsav' at Recong Peo (Himachal Pradesh);
'Uttrayani Mela' at Bageshwari (Uttrakhand); 'Shivratri Mahotsav' at
Baijnath & Mandi (Himachal Pradesh); 'International Kurukshetra Utsav -

Aware of the
fact that lots of traditional forms like Folk Theatre, Folk Music & Musical
Instruments are vanishing and therefore documentation for posterity must
be done with the assistance of Anthropologists & Musicologists and other
professionals, the NZCC has done quite an impressive audio-visual
documentation. We have a collection of more than 200 documentary films
covering major Fairs and Festivals, Crafts Fairs of the region including films
on folk art forms; folk instruments; Great Masters; Museums; Temples; Art
Galleries; and a few films on life styles of villages, a list of which is placed
below in a separate folder.



7. Apart from this there are quite a few publications by scholars in
vernacular language on various aspects of culture of the Zone.

8. Over the years the NZCC has organised a variety of programmes/events
covering all aspects of folk art & culture like Fairs & festivals; Theatre
Festivals & Workshops; Painting Camps & Exhibitions; Workshops on Folk
Dances, Folk Music, Folk Instruments & Folk Singing. The programmes
were organised in rural areas, military cantonments, educational
institutions, border districts and remote areas & sub-divisions/districts
/state headquarters in member states of the Zone.

Objectives of North Zone Cultural Centre:

To lay special emphasis in its activities on the linkage among various
areas through evolution of style and their contribution to the larger
composite identity of cultural heritage of India.

To make special efforts to encourage folk and tribal arts and to frame
special programmes for the preservation and strengthening of the
vanishing art forms.

To frame such programmes as would encourage and involve the youth
of the zone amongst themselves and with the youth of the rest of
country in creative cultural communications through the process of
seminars, exchanges and workshops on matters relating to the cultural
heritage of India.

To pursue such other activities and programmes as would strengthen
and promote the cultural inter-linkage amongst states; including
setting up of Sub-Centres with the Zone.

To establish, administer, control and manage North Zone Cultural
Centre and manage all movable and immovable properties therein.

To grant fellowship and scholarships for carrying out research or study
in furtherance of these objects.



3. ORGANISATIONAL SET UP:

Composition of Governing Body.

viii) All the Chairman of the Art Councils of the states of the Zone
mentioned in clause 3(a) of the Memorandum of Association and where
no such council exists an eminent art personality to be nominated by
the concerned State of the Zone;

ix) All Chairman of the three bodies (Sangeet Natak, Lalit Kala and
Sahitya) from all the states of the Zone;

X) Three persons from each state of the Zone from amongst eminent
personalities in various art disciplines to be nominated by the Central
Govt. in consultation with the State Governments of the Zone;

xi) Director, North Zone Cultural Centre-Member-Secretary.

COMPOSITION OF THE EXECUTIVE BOARD:

The Executive Board shall comprise the following members namely:-

i)  Chairman- Governor Punjab;

ii)  Secretaries Culture of the State Governments of the Zone;



iii) Chairman of the Arts Councils of the States of the Zone or the persons
nominated by the State Governments concerned of the Zone;

iv) Chairman of the National Sangeet Natak Akademi, Lalit Kala Akademi
and Sahitya Akademi;

v) A representative of the Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India, not below the
rank of Joint Secretary;

vi) Financial Adviser of the Ministry of Culture, Govt. of India;

vii) 3 nominees of the Governing Body;

viii) Director, North Zonal Cultural Centre- Member -Secretary;

SUB COMMITTEES

The Executive Board shall have powers to appoint various Sub-committees to
aid and advise on matters considered necessary. In the financial matters and in
planning the programmes for projection, exposition, promotion and
dissemination of creative arts the Executive Board is being assisted by Finance
Committee and Programme Committee respectively.

COMPOSITION OF THE FINANCE COMMITTEE:

The Finance Committee shall consist of the following members namely:

I) Financial Adviser of the Ministry of Culture, Government of India; or
his/her nominee.

ii) Three representatives of the Governing Body.

iii) Three representatives of the Executive Board.

iv) Joint Secretary, Ministry of Culture or his/her nominee.

v) Director NZCC -Member-Secretary.

The Chairman of the Finance Committee shall be nominated by the Executive
Board for a period of three years from amongst its members.



COMPOSITION OF THE PROGRAMME COMMITTEE:

The Programme Committee shall comprise the following members, namely:-

I) Chairman of the Arts councils or the person nominated by the Sate
Government concerned of the Zone;

i) One nominee each of the Central Akademies of the Sangeet Natak
Akademi, Lalit Kala Akademi and Sahitya Akademi to be nominated by
these Akademies from within their respective disciplines;

iii)  Three eminent art personalities including at least one from the field of
folk/tribal arts from each state to be nominated by the participating
Governments;

iv)  Secretary, Department of Culture of Member States or his/her nominee;

V) Joint Secretary, Ministry of Culture, Government of India, or his/her
nominee;

vi)  Director, North Zone Cultural Centre -Member-Secretary;

Provided that the Chairman of the Programme Committee shall be a person of

eminence drawn from the field of arts nominated by the Executive Board from

amongst its members for a period of two years.

GURU SHISHYA PARAMPARA (MASTER TO PUPIL TRADITION)
SCHEME

The Ministry of Culture, Government of India launched a Scheme called
'Guru Shishya Parampara Scheme' through Zonal Cultural Centres to
preserve and promote rare and vanishing art forms whether classical or
folk/tribal so that the young talents be nurtured to acquire skills in their
chosen field of art through some financial assistance by the ZCCs in the
form of scholarship under the guidance of Experts and Masters in these
fields.

To implement this scheme, Great Masters (Gurus) of different art form of
constituent states of NZCC, who are capable to train the interested
Shishyas are identified. The Committee is constituted to process, evaluate
and recommend the candidature of Guru for financial assistance under this
scheme.

A monitoring workshop-cum-presentation by Gurus and Shishyas is
organised to review and evaluate the art forms on the basis of training
imparted by the concerned Guru and level of learning by the Shishyas
under this Scheme.

NZCC implemented this scheme in all its constituent States. About 310
Gurus; 350 Accompanists/Assistants and 1900 Shishyas in 140 extinct
and dying folk/tribal art forms have been benefited upto the year 2016-17.
