We have audited the Balance Sheet of the North Zone Cultural Centre (NZCC),
Patiala as at 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and
Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period from 2020-21 to 2025-26. These
financial statements are the responsibility of NZCC’s management. Our responsibility
is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards
and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported througn Inspection
Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports, separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.
We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure Account/Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this Report have been drawn up in the format approved by the
Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the North Zone Cultural Centre, Patiala in so far as it appears from our




examination of such books.

iv) We further report that:

A.l Liabilities

Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7)

Current Liabilities: ¥ 3.80 crore
A.l.l A reference is invited to comment no B. of Separate Audit Report for
the year 2019-20, wherein it was pointed out that NZCChad transferred the
unutilized portion of grant received from the Ministry of Road Transport&
Highways (MoRTH) and its event partner Confederation of Indian Industry
(CIDfor organizing the “India Integrated Transport logistics Summit-2017”
amounting to I 7.82 lakh to income, without seeking/taking approval of the

granting agency/competent authority (Governing Board & Executive Board) of

NZCC.

However, compliance to the observation raised was not made by NZCC in its
current year accounts for the year 2020-21. This has resulted in overstatement of
Reserves & Surplus (General Fund)and understatement of unutilised grants by

37.82 lakh.

A.1.2  On the directions of Ministry of Culture, Government of Indiathe festival
“RashtriyaSanskriti Mahotsav (RSM)” at Madhya Pradeshwas organized in the
financial year 2019-20. South Zone Culture Centre (SZCC), Nagpur was the
Nodal agency to organize it. NZCC had incurred an expenditure of % 60.91 lakh in
the festival, out of which an amount of ¥ 49.77 lakh was remitted to it by SZCC.
Therefore, in its annual accounts for the year 2019-20, NZCC had shown the
balance amount of ¥ 11.14 lakh, as recoverable from SZCC.

It was noticed that, the claim of ¥ 11.14 lakh was rejected by SZCC, on the
grounds that payments were made by the latter to unapproved artists/ items,citing
the Ministry directions(26.08.2020),that any excess expenditure on account of
remuneration paid to the Star Artists shall be borne by the concerned Zonal
Culture Centers, out of their own funds. Accordingly, NZCC was directed to bear
the expenditure out of its own funds. However, NZCC has charged the same to
grants released to it, instead of charging to its own funds (held in Reserve &
Surplus Account). Thus, compliance to Ministry directions was not made. This

has resulted in understatement of unutilised grants and overstatement of Reserve



and Surplus by ¥ 11.14 lakh; besides overstatement of Income of current year to

the same extent.

A2 Assets
Current Assets, Loans Advances
Balance in Saving Accounts with Schedule Banks

Bank Reconciliation Statements (BRS) of saving bank account number
07902010013930 included cheques issued but not presented for payment amounting
to ¥ 7.95 lakh which were pending since March 2011. As these cheques were not
valid for payment as on 31.03.2021, liability for these stale cheques should have
been booked in the accounts. This has resulted in understatement of Current Assets,

as well as Current Liabilities by ¥ 7.95 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 24)

A reference is invited to Slno.12.1 of the above which states that, liability
towards gratuity payable on death/ retirement of employees is to be dealt on actual
basis, in the year it accrues. In respect of payment of gratuity and leave
encashment, NZCC follows the accounting policy to account for the amount paid
/payable to the employees who either retired or expired during the particular
period in which gratuity and leave encashment became due for payment. No
provisions for liabilities for gratuity and leave encashment are booked /provided
in the books of accounts for the employees who are in continuous service or
employed with NZCC at the end of relevant year of balance sheet.

The policy adopted byNZCC is in contravention of Accounting Standard 15 and
the prescribed format, according to which provisions for retirement benefits
should have been made for all the employees i.e. for both retired employees and

working employees.

C. General
C1 Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts
Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts of NZCC is as under:
i Assets understated by ¥ 7.95 lakh;
ii. Liabilities understated by ¥ 26.91 lakh.
ili. Reserves and Surplus overstated by ¥ 18.96 lakh.Besides, deficit is
understated by ¥ 11.14 lakh

C.2 Current Assets, Loans and Advances included an item EPF deposited



(Under Litigation) amounting to I 1.12 crore. Assistant Provident Fund

Commissioner, Regional Office, EPFO, Chandigarh assessed and ‘passed an order
for recovery of ¥1.12 crore in the year 2015-16. NZCC deposited the same but
initiated appeal for waiver of EPF dues. The case is pending since last year. Facts
regarding showing the funds deposited as recoverable, should have been disclosed
by way of a note in the Contingent Liabilities and Notes to Accounts (Schedule
25).

C3 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.2 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that as per provisions of GFR
2017, all interest earned on grant funds should be remitted to the Consolidated
Fund of India, immediately after finalization of the accounts. The Auditee has
mixed the grant funds with other Income & funds. Separate bank accounts/

Investments have not been kept for grantfunds.

However, despite being pointed out in the previous year, no action has been taken
by NZCC in compliance.Therefore, interest earned on the grant funds could not be
quantified as separate bank accounts/ investments of grant funds were not operated
in the current year 2020-21. NZCC should work out the interest earned on grant
funds which is to be remitted and remit the same to Consolidated Fund of India, in
compliance to aforesaid GFR provisions.

C4 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.3 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that NZCC was having a
dormant accountin the ICICI Bank, Chhoti Baradari, Patiala (Saving Bank account
No 660301700126). However, though being pointed out in the previous year, this
dormant account was not closed.

D. Grant- in- Aid

Out of available funds of ¥ 6.14 crore including previous years unutilized balance
of T 0.08 crore and grants received during the year I 6.06 crore; NZCC utilized a
sum of ¥ 2.26 crore; leaving an unutilized balance of ¥ 3.88' crore at the end of

the year.

E. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit report have been brought

to the notice of the Institute’s management through a management letter issued

including < 0.08 lakh and ¥ 0.11 lakh as per comments at $l.no.A.1.1 and A.1.2.




separately for remedial/corrective action.

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1. INTRODUCTION:

North Zone Cultural Centre - an autonomous body under the Ministry of
Culture, Government of India - was inaugurated in November 1985 by the
Prime Minister of India. Its chief objective is to preserve, safeguard,
document and promote folk and tribal arts & craft of people residing in the
Zone comprising the States of Punjab, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Rajasthan, Union Territories of Chandigarh, Jammu &
Kashmir and Ladakh and also of people of any other contiguous
State/Union Territory that fall under the broad disciplines of Sangeet,
Nritya, Natak, Lalit Kala and Sahitya, and to develop and expand a Zonal
Centre of excellence in creative arts, with special emphasis on performing
arts.

2. This Centre is registered as a society under the Registration of Societies
Act 1860. Ministry of Culture, Government of India is the nodal Ministry
which co-ordinates and regulates working of the Centre. Hon'ble Governor
of Punjab is the Chairman of the Board of Governors of the Centre.

ACTIVITIES OF THENZCC TO ACHIEVEITS OBJECTIVES:

3. Inorder to fulfill its objectives, North Zone Cultural Centre has organizes a
variety of programmes/events covering all the aspects of art and culture
like Fairs and Festivals, Theatre Workshops, Workshops on Folk Dances
etc. at various places in the member states of the Zone as well as outside
the Zone in other states of India. A number of programmes were organized
every year in rural areas, military cantonments, educational institutions,
border districts and remote areas & sub-divisions/districts/state
headquarters in member states of the Zone. Emphasis has always been to
put up quality performances. It has documented many Art Forms. North
Zone Cultural Centre had organized programmes not only at the National
level but abroad also under International Cultural Exchange Programme.

4. Some of the important Melas/Fairs & Festivals where NZCC has regularly
participated and mainly showcased folk dances, folk music & folk singing
are — 'Sindhu Darshan Festival’ at Leh (U.T. of Ladakh); 'Shoolini Mela' at
Solan (Himachal Pradesh); ‘Mango Mela' at Pinjore (Haryana); 'Teej
Festival' at Chandigarh; 'International Minjar Mela' at Chamba (Himachal
Pradesh); 'Tribal Festival' at Keylong (Himachal Pradesh); '‘Baba Sheikh
Farid Agman Purb' at Faridkot (Punjab); 'International Kullu Dussehra’ at



Kullu (Himachal Pradesh); 'Chandigarh Carnival’ at U.T. Chandigarh;
'Kinnaur Mahotsav' at Recong Peo (Himachal Pradesh); 'International Gita
Mahotsav' at Kurukshetra (Haryana); 'Harivallabh Sangeet Sammelan' at
Jalandhar (Punjab); 'Uttrayani Mela' at Bageshwar (Uttarakhand);
'Lokanuranjan Mela'at Jodhpur (Rajasthan); ‘Shivratri Festival' at Baijnath
& Mandi (Himachal Pradesh); 'Kissan Mela' at Ludhiana (Punjab); 'Rose
Festival' at U.T. Chandigarh; 'Chittorgarh Fort Festival' at Chittorgarh

5. Government of India, Department of Culture launched a Scheme called
'‘Guru Shishya Parampara Scheme' through Zonal Cultural Centre to
preserve and promote rare and vanishing art forms whether classical or
folk/tribal so that the young talents be nurtured to acquire skills in their
chosen field of art through some financial assistance by the ZCCs in the
form of scholarship under the guidance of Experts and Masters in these
fields.

Documentation and Publication Work:

6. The NZCC has done quality work pertaining to documentation. Aware of
the fact that lots of traditional forms like Folk Theatre, Folk Music & Musical
Instruments are vanishing and therefore documentation for posterity must
be done with the assistance of Anthropologists & Musicologists and other
professionals, the NZCC has done quite an impressive audio-visual
documentation. We have a collection of more than 200 documentary films
covering major Fairs and Festivals, Crafts Fairs of the region including films
on folk art forms; folk instruments; Great Masters; Museums; Temples; Art
Galleries; and a few films on life styles of villages.

7. Apart from this there are quite a few publications by scholars in vernacular
language on various aspects of culture of the Zone.

8. Over the years the NZCC has organized a variety of programmes/events
covering all aspects of folk art & culture like Fairs & festivals; Theatre
Festivals & Workshops; Painting Camps & Exhibitions; Workshops on Folk
Dances, Folk Music, Folk Instruments & Folk Singing. The programmes
were organized in rural areas, military cantonments, educational
institutions, border districts and remote areas & sub-divisions/
districts/state headquarters in member states of the Zone.

(@)  to develop and promote the rich diversity and uniqueness of various arts
primarily folk and tribal arts of the Zone and to upgrade and enrich
consciousness of the people about their Cultural heritage;

6. GURU SHISHYA PARAMPARA (MASTER TO PUPIL
TRADITION) SCHEME

The Ministry of Culture, Government of India launched a Scheme called '‘Guru
Shishya Parampara Scheme' through Zonal Cultural Centres to preserve and
promote rare and vanishing art forms whether classical or folk/tribal so that the
young talents be nurtured to acquire skills in their chosen field of art through some
financial assistance by the ZCCs in the form of scholarship under the guidance of
Experts and Masters in these fields.

To implement this scheme, Great Masters (Gurus) of different art form of constituent states
of NZCC, who are capable to train the interested Shishyas are identified. The Committee is
constituted to process, evaluate and recommend the candidature of Guru for financial
assistance under this scheme.

A monitoring workshop-cum-presentation by Gurus and Shishyas is organised to review
and evaluate the art forms on the basis of training imparted by the concerned Guru and level
oflearning by the Shishyasunder this Scheme.

NZCC implemented this scheme in all its constituent States. About 354 Gurus; 420
Accompanists/Assistants and 2200 Shishyas in 150 extinct and dying folk/tribal art forms
have been benefited upto the year 2020-21.

The following art forms including vanishing/rare ones/folk instruments etc. have been
covered under this Scheme:

We have audited the Balance Sheet of the North Zone Cultural Centre (NZCC),
Patiala as at 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and
Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period from 2020-21 to 2025-26. These
financial statements are the responsibility of NZCC’s management. Our responsibility
is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards
and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported througn Inspection
Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports, separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.
We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure Account/Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this Report have been drawn up in the format approved by the
Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the North Zone Cultural Centre, Patiala in so far as it appears from our




examination of such books.

iv) We further report that:

A. Balance Sheet
A.l Liabilities

Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7)

Current Liabilities: ¥ 3.80 crore
A.ll A reference is invited to comment no B. of Separate Audit Report for
the year 2019-20, wherein it was pointed out that NZCChad transferred the
unutilized portion of grant received from the Ministry of Road Transport&
Highways (MoRTH) and its event partner Confederation of Indian Industry
(CIDfor organizing the “India Integrated Transport logistics Summit-2017"
amounting to I 7.82 lakh to income, without seeking/taking approval of the

granting agency/competent authority (Governing Board & Executive Board) of

NZCC.

However, compliance to the observation raised was not made by NZCC in its
current year accounts for the year 2020-21. This has resulted in overstatement of
Reserves & Surplus (General Fund)and understatement of unutilised grants by

37.82 lakh.

A.1.2  On the directions of Ministry of Culture, Government of Indiathe festival
“RashtriyaSanskriti Mahotsav (RSM)” at Madhya Pradeshwas organized in the
financial year 2019-20. South Zone Culture Centre (SZCC), Nagpur was the
Nodal agency to organize it. NZCC had incurred an expenditure of T 60.91 lakh in
the festival, out of which an amount of ¥ 49.77 lakh was remitted to it by SZCC.
Therefore, in its annual accounts for the year 2019-20, NZCC had shown the
balance amount of ¥ 11.14 lakh, as recoverable from SZCC.

It was noticed that, the claim of ¥ 11.14 lakh was rejected by SZCC, on the
grounds that payments were made by the latter to unapproved artists/ items,citing
the Ministry directions(26.08.2020),that any excess expenditure on account of
remuneration paid to the Star Artists shall be borne by the concerned Zonal
Culture Centers, out of their own funds. Accordingly, NZCC was directed to bear
the expenditure out of its own funds. However, NZCC has charged the same to
grants released to it, instead of charging to its own funds (held in Reserve &
Surplus Account). Thus, compliance to Ministry directions was not made. This

has resulted in understatement of unutilised grants and overstatement of Reserve



and Surplus by ¥ 11.14 lakh; besides overstatement of Income of current year to

the same extent.

A2 Assets
Current Assets, Loans Advances
Balance in Saving Accounts with Schedule Banks

Bank Reconciliation Statements (BRS) of saving bank account number
07902010013930 included cheques issued but not presented for payment amounting
to ¥ 7.95 lakh which were pending since March 2011. As these cheques were not
valid for payment as on 31.03.2021, liability for these stale cheques should have
been booked in the accounts. This has resulted in understatement of Current Assets,

as well as Current Liabilities by ¥ 7.95 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 24)

A reference is invited to Slno.12.1 of the above which states that, liability
towards gratuity payable on death/ retirement of employees is to be dealt on actual
basis, in the year it accrues. In respect of payment of gratuity and leave
encashment, NZCC follows the accounting policy to account for the amount paid
/payable to the employees who either retired or expired during the particular
period in which gratuity and leave encashment became due for payment. No
provisions for liabilities for gratuity and leave encashment are booked /provided
in the books of accounts for the employees who are in continuous service or
employed with NZCC at the end of relevant year of balance sheet.

The policy adopted byNZCC is in contravention of Accounting Standard 15 and
the prescribed format, according to which provisions for retirement benefits
should have been made for all the employees i.e. for both retired employees and

working employees.

C. General
C1 Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts
Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts of NZCC is as under:
i Assets understated by ¥ 7.95 lakh;
ii. Liabilities understated by ¥ 26.91 lakh.
ili. Reserves and Surplus overstated by ¥ 18.96 lakh.Besides, deficit is
understated by ¥ 11.14 lakh

C.2 Current Assets, Loans and Advances included an item EPF deposited



(Under Litigation) amounting to I 1.12 crore. Assistant Provident Fund

Commissioner, Regional Office, EPFO, Chandigarh assessed and ‘passed an order
for recovery of ¥1.12 crore in the year 2015-16. NZCC deposited the same but
initiated appeal for waiver of EPF dues. The case is pending since last year. Facts
regarding showing the funds deposited as recoverable, should have been disclosed
by way of a note in the Contingent Liabilities and Notes to Accounts (Schedule
25).

C3 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.2 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that as per provisions of GFR
2017, all interest earned on grant funds should be remitted to the Consolidated
Fund of India, immediately after finalization of the accounts. The Auditee has
mixed the grant funds with other Income & funds. Separate bank accounts/

Investments have not been kept for grantfunds.

However, despite being pointed out in the previous year, no action has been taken
by NZCC in compliance.Therefore, interest earned on the grant funds could not be
quantified as separate bank accounts/ investments of grant funds were not operated
in the current year 2020-21. NZCC should work out the interest earned on grant
funds which is to be remitted and remit the same to Consolidated Fund of India, in
compliance to aforesaid GFR provisions.

C4 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.3 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that NZCC was having a
dormant accountin the ICICI Bank, Chhoti Baradari, Patiala (Saving Bank account
No 660301700126). However, though being pointed out in the previous year, this
dormant account was not closed.

D. Grant- in- Aid

Out of available funds of ¥ 6.14 crore including previous years unutilized balance
of T 0.08 crore and grants received during the year I 6.06 crore; NZCC utilized a
sum of ¥ 2.26 crore; leaving an unutilized balance of ¥ 3.88' crore at the end of

the year.

E. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit report have been brought

to the notice of the Institute’s management through a management letter issued

including < 0.08 lakh and ¥ 0.11 lakh as per comments at $l.no.A.1.1 and A.1.2.

We have audited the Balance Sheet of the North Zone Cultural Centre (NZCC),
Patiala as at 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and
Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period from 2020-21 to 2025-26. These
financial statements are the responsibility of NZCC’s management. Our responsibility
is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards
and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported througn Inspection
Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports, separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.
We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure Account/Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this Report have been drawn up in the format approved by the
Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the North Zone Cultural Centre, Patiala in so far as it appears from our




examination of such books.

iv) We further report that:

A.l Liabilities

Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7)

Current Liabilities: ¥ 3.80 crore
A.l.l A reference is invited to comment no B. of Separate Audit Report for
the year 2019-20, wherein it was pointed out that NZCChad transferred the
unutilized portion of grant received from the Ministry of Road Transport&
Highways (MoRTH) and its event partner Confederation of Indian Industry
(CIDfor organizing the “India Integrated Transport logistics Summit-2017”
amounting to I 7.82 lakh to income, without seeking/taking approval of the

granting agency/competent authority (Governing Board & Executive Board) of

NZCC.

However, compliance to the observation raised was not made by NZCC in its
current year accounts for the year 2020-21. This has resulted in overstatement of
Reserves & Surplus (General Fund)and understatement of unutilised grants by

37.82 lakh.

A.1.2  On the directions of Ministry of Culture, Government of Indiathe festival
“RashtriyaSanskriti Mahotsav (RSM)” at Madhya Pradeshwas organized in the
financial year 2019-20. South Zone Culture Centre (SZCC), Nagpur was the
Nodal agency to organize it. NZCC had incurred an expenditure of % 60.91 lakh in
the festival, out of which an amount of ¥ 49.77 lakh was remitted to it by SZCC.
Therefore, in its annual accounts for the year 2019-20, NZCC had shown the
balance amount of ¥ 11.14 lakh, as recoverable from SZCC.

It was noticed that, the claim of ¥ 11.14 lakh was rejected by SZCC, on the
grounds that payments were made by the latter to unapproved artists/ items,citing
the Ministry directions(26.08.2020),that any excess expenditure on account of
remuneration paid to the Star Artists shall be borne by the concerned Zonal
Culture Centers, out of their own funds. Accordingly, NZCC was directed to bear
the expenditure out of its own funds. However, NZCC has charged the same to
grants released to it, instead of charging to its own funds (held in Reserve &
Surplus Account). Thus, compliance to Ministry directions was not made. This

has resulted in understatement of unutilised grants and overstatement of Reserve



and Surplus by ¥ 11.14 lakh; besides overstatement of Income of current year to

the same extent.

A2 Assets
Current Assets, Loans Advances
Balance in Saving Accounts with Schedule Banks

Bank Reconciliation Statements (BRS) of saving bank account number
07902010013930 included cheques issued but not presented for payment amounting
to ¥ 7.95 lakh which were pending since March 2011. As these cheques were not
valid for payment as on 31.03.2021, liability for these stale cheques should have
been booked in the accounts. This has resulted in understatement of Current Assets,

as well as Current Liabilities by ¥ 7.95 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 24)

A reference is invited to Slno.12.1 of the above which states that, liability
towards gratuity payable on death/ retirement of employees is to be dealt on actual
basis, in the year it accrues. In respect of payment of gratuity and leave
encashment, NZCC follows the accounting policy to account for the amount paid
/payable to the employees who either retired or expired during the particular
period in which gratuity and leave encashment became due for payment. No
provisions for liabilities for gratuity and leave encashment are booked /provided
in the books of accounts for the employees who are in continuous service or
employed with NZCC at the end of relevant year of balance sheet.

The policy adopted byNZCC is in contravention of Accounting Standard 15 and
the prescribed format, according to which provisions for retirement benefits
should have been made for all the employees i.e. for both retired employees and

working employees.

C. General
C1 Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts
Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts of NZCC is as under:
i Assets understated by ¥ 7.95 lakh;
ii. Liabilities understated by ¥ 26.91 lakh.
ili. Reserves and Surplus overstated by ¥ 18.96 lakh.Besides, deficit is
understated by ¥ 11.14 lakh

C.2 Current Assets, Loans and Advances included an item EPF deposited



(Under Litigation) amounting to I 1.12 crore. Assistant Provident Fund

Commissioner, Regional Office, EPFO, Chandigarh assessed and ‘passed an order
for recovery of ¥1.12 crore in the year 2015-16. NZCC deposited the same but
initiated appeal for waiver of EPF dues. The case is pending since last year. Facts
regarding showing the funds deposited as recoverable, should have been disclosed
by way of a note in the Contingent Liabilities and Notes to Accounts (Schedule
25).

C3 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.2 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that as per provisions of GFR
2017, all interest earned on grant funds should be remitted to the Consolidated
Fund of India, immediately after finalization of the accounts. The Auditee has
mixed the grant funds with other Income & funds. Separate bank accounts/

Investments have not been kept for grantfunds.

However, despite being pointed out in the previous year, no action has been taken
by NZCC in compliance.Therefore, interest earned on the grant funds could not be
quantified as separate bank accounts/ investments of grant funds were not operated
in the current year 2020-21. NZCC should work out the interest earned on grant
funds which is to be remitted and remit the same to Consolidated Fund of India, in
compliance to aforesaid GFR provisions.

C4 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.3 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that NZCC was having a
dormant accountin the ICICI Bank, Chhoti Baradari, Patiala (Saving Bank account
No 660301700126). However, though being pointed out in the previous year, this
dormant account was not closed.

D. Grant- in- Aid

Out of available funds of ¥ 6.14 crore including previous years unutilized balance
of T 0.08 crore and grants received during the year I 6.06 crore; NZCC utilized a
sum of ¥ 2.26 crore; leaving an unutilized balance of ¥ 3.88' crore at the end of

the year.

E. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit report have been brought

to the notice of the Institute’s management through a management letter issued

including < 0.08 lakh and ¥ 0.11 lakh as per comments at $l.no.A.1.1 and A.1.2.




separately for remedial/corrective action.

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1. INTRODUCTION:

North Zone Cultural Centre - an autonomous body under the Ministry of
Culture, Government of India - was inaugurated in November 1985 by the
Prime Minister of India. Its chief objective is to preserve, safeguard,
document and promote folk and tribal arts & craft of people residing in the
Zone comprising the States of Punjab, Haryana, Himachal Pradesh,
Uttarakhand, Rajasthan, Union Territories of Chandigarh, Jammu &
Kashmir and Ladakh and also of people of any other contiguous
State/Union Territory that fall under the broad disciplines of Sangeet,
Nritya, Natak, Lalit Kala and Sahitya, and to develop and expand a Zonal
Centre of excellence in creative arts, with special emphasis on performing
arts.

2. This Centre is registered as a society under the Registration of Societies
Act 1860. Ministry of Culture, Government of India is the nodal Ministry
which co-ordinates and regulates working of the Centre. Hon'ble Governor
of Punjab is the Chairman of the Board of Governors of the Centre.

ACTIVITIES OF THENZCC TO ACHIEVEITS OBJECTIVES:

3. Inorder to fulfill its objectives, North Zone Cultural Centre has organizes a
variety of programmes/events covering all the aspects of art and culture
like Fairs and Festivals, Theatre Workshops, Workshops on Folk Dances
etc. at various places in the member states of the Zone as well as outside
the Zone in other states of India. A number of programmes were organized
every year in rural areas, military cantonments, educational institutions,
border districts and remote areas & sub-divisions/districts/state
headquarters in member states of the Zone. Emphasis has always been to
put up quality performances. It has documented many Art Forms. North
Zone Cultural Centre had organized programmes not only at the National
level but abroad also under International Cultural Exchange Programme.

4. Some of the important Melas/Fairs & Festivals where NZCC has regularly
participated and mainly showcased folk dances, folk music & folk singing
are — 'Sindhu Darshan Festival’ at Leh (U.T. of Ladakh); 'Shoolini Mela' at
Solan (Himachal Pradesh); ‘Mango Mela' at Pinjore (Haryana); 'Teej
Festival' at Chandigarh; 'International Minjar Mela' at Chamba (Himachal
Pradesh); 'Tribal Festival' at Keylong (Himachal Pradesh); '‘Baba Sheikh
Farid Agman Purb' at Faridkot (Punjab); 'International Kullu Dussehra’ at



Kullu (Himachal Pradesh); 'Chandigarh Carnival’ at U.T. Chandigarh;
'Kinnaur Mahotsav' at Recong Peo (Himachal Pradesh); 'International Gita
Mahotsav' at Kurukshetra (Haryana); 'Harivallabh Sangeet Sammelan' at
Jalandhar (Punjab); 'Uttrayani Mela' at Bageshwar (Uttarakhand);
'Lokanuranjan Mela'at Jodhpur (Rajasthan); ‘Shivratri Festival' at Baijnath
& Mandi (Himachal Pradesh); 'Kissan Mela' at Ludhiana (Punjab); 'Rose
Festival' at U.T. Chandigarh; 'Chittorgarh Fort Festival' at Chittorgarh
(Rajasthan), 'Holi Mahotsav'at Palampur (Himachal Pradesh) etc.

5. Government of India, Department of Culture launched a Scheme called
'‘Guru Shishya Parampara Scheme' through Zonal Cultural Centre to
preserve and promote rare and vanishing art forms whether classical or
folk/tribal so that the young talents be nurtured to acquire skills in their
chosen field of art through some financial assistance by the ZCCs in the
form of scholarship under the guidance of Experts and Masters in these
fields.

Documentation and Publication Work:

6. The NZCC has done quality work pertaining to documentation. Aware of
the fact that lots of traditional forms like Folk Theatre, Folk Music & Musical
Instruments are vanishing and therefore documentation for posterity must
be done with the assistance of Anthropologists & Musicologists and other
professionals, the NZCC has done quite an impressive audio-visual
documentation. We have a collection of more than 200 documentary films
covering major Fairs and Festivals, Crafts Fairs of the region including films
on folk art forms; folk instruments; Great Masters; Museums; Temples; Art
Galleries; and a few films on life styles of villages.

7. Apart from this there are quite a few publications by scholars in vernacular
language on various aspects of culture of the Zone.

8. Over the years the NZCC has organized a variety of programmes/events
covering all aspects of folk art & culture like Fairs & festivals; Theatre
Festivals & Workshops; Painting Camps & Exhibitions; Workshops on Folk
Dances, Folk Music, Folk Instruments & Folk Singing. The programmes
were organized in rural areas, military cantonments, educational
institutions, border districts and remote areas & sub-divisions/
districts/state headquarters in member states of the Zone.



2. Objectives of North Zone Cultural Centre:

(@)  to develop and promote the rich diversity and uniqueness of various arts
primarily folk and tribal arts of the Zone and to upgrade and enrich
consciousness of the people about their Cultural heritage;

(b)  to lay special emphasis on activities of the linkages among various areas
through evolution of styles and their contribution to the larger composite
identity of cultural heritage of India;

(c) to make special efforts to encourage folk and tribal arts and to frame special
programme for the preservation and strengthening of the endangered and rare
art forms through cultural yatras, festivals etc. in rural and mofussil areas of
the Member States;

(d)  toframe programmes to encourage and involve the youth of the Zone amongst
themselves and with the youth of the rest of India in creative cultural
communications through the process of seminars, exchanges and workshops
on matters relating to the cultural heritage of India;

(e) to print, publish and exhibit any monograph on rare, vanishing and dying arts,
magazines, periodicals, books and issue pamphlets for furthering the
objectives of the Society;

6. GURU SHISHYA PARAMPARA (MASTER TO PUPIL
TRADITION) SCHEME

The Ministry of Culture, Government of India launched a Scheme called '‘Guru
Shishya Parampara Scheme' through Zonal Cultural Centres to preserve and
promote rare and vanishing art forms whether classical or folk/tribal so that the
young talents be nurtured to acquire skills in their chosen field of art through some
financial assistance by the ZCCs in the form of scholarship under the guidance of
Experts and Masters in these fields.

To implement this scheme, Great Masters (Gurus) of different art form of constituent states
of NZCC, who are capable to train the interested Shishyas are identified. The Committee is
constituted to process, evaluate and recommend the candidature of Guru for financial
assistance under this scheme.

A monitoring workshop-cum-presentation by Gurus and Shishyas is organised to review
and evaluate the art forms on the basis of training imparted by the concerned Guru and level
oflearning by the Shishyasunder this Scheme.

NZCC implemented this scheme in all its constituent States. About 354 Gurus; 420
Accompanists/Assistants and 2200 Shishyas in 150 extinct and dying folk/tribal art forms
have been benefited upto the year 2020-21.

The following art forms including vanishing/rare ones/folk instruments etc. have been
covered under this Scheme:

We have audited the Balance Sheet of the North Zone Cultural Centre (NZCC),
Patiala as at 31 March 2021, Income & Expenditure Account and Receipts and
Payments Account for the year ended on that date under Section 20 (1) of the
Comptroller & Auditor General’s (Duties, Powers & Conditions of Service) Act,
1971. The audit has been entrusted for the period from 2020-21 to 2025-26. These
financial statements are the responsibility of NZCC’s management. Our responsibility
is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit.

2. This Separate Audit Report contains the comments of the Comptroller & Auditor
General of India (CAG) on the accounting treatment only with regard to
classification, conformity with the best accounting practices, accounting standards
and disclosure norms, etc. Audit observations on financial transactions with regard to
compliance with the Law, Rules & Regulations (Propriety and Regularity) and
efficiency-cum-performance aspects, etc., if any, are reported througn Inspection
Reports/ CAG’s Audit Reports, separately.

3. We have conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally
accepted in India. These standards require that we plan and perform the audit to
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the financial statements are free from
material misstatements. An audit includes examining, on a test basis, evidences
supporting the amounts and disclosure in the financial statements. An audit also
includes assessing the accounting principles used and significant estimates made by
management, as well as evaluating the overall presentation of financial statements.
We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinion.

4. Based on our audit, we report that:

i) We have obtained all the information and explanations, which to the best of our
knowledge and belief were necessary for the purpose of our audit;

ii) The Balance Sheet and Income and Expenditure Account/Receipts and Payments
Account dealt with by this Report have been drawn up in the format approved by the
Ministry of Finance, Government of India.

iii) In our opinion, proper books of accounts and other relevant records have been

maintained by the North Zone Cultural Centre, Patiala in so far as it appears from our




examination of such books.

A. Balance Sheet
A.l Liabilities

Current Liabilities and Provisions (Schedule 7)

Current Liabilities: ¥ 3.80 crore
A.ll A reference is invited to comment no B. of Separate Audit Report for
the year 2019-20, wherein it was pointed out that NZCChad transferred the
unutilized portion of grant received from the Ministry of Road Transport&
Highways (MoRTH) and its event partner Confederation of Indian Industry
(CIDfor organizing the “India Integrated Transport logistics Summit-2017"
amounting to I 7.82 lakh to income, without seeking/taking approval of the

granting agency/competent authority (Governing Board & Executive Board) of

NZCC.

However, compliance to the observation raised was not made by NZCC in its
current year accounts for the year 2020-21. This has resulted in overstatement of
Reserves & Surplus (General Fund)and understatement of unutilised grants by

37.82 lakh.

A.1.2  On the directions of Ministry of Culture, Government of Indiathe festival
“RashtriyaSanskriti Mahotsav (RSM)” at Madhya Pradeshwas organized in the
financial year 2019-20. South Zone Culture Centre (SZCC), Nagpur was the
Nodal agency to organize it. NZCC had incurred an expenditure of T 60.91 lakh in
the festival, out of which an amount of ¥ 49.77 lakh was remitted to it by SZCC.
Therefore, in its annual accounts for the year 2019-20, NZCC had shown the
balance amount of ¥ 11.14 lakh, as recoverable from SZCC.

It was noticed that, the claim of ¥ 11.14 lakh was rejected by SZCC, on the
grounds that payments were made by the latter to unapproved artists/ items,citing
the Ministry directions(26.08.2020),that any excess expenditure on account of
remuneration paid to the Star Artists shall be borne by the concerned Zonal
Culture Centers, out of their own funds. Accordingly, NZCC was directed to bear
the expenditure out of its own funds. However, NZCC has charged the same to
grants released to it, instead of charging to its own funds (held in Reserve &
Surplus Account). Thus, compliance to Ministry directions was not made. This

has resulted in understatement of unutilised grants and overstatement of Reserve



and Surplus by ¥ 11.14 lakh; besides overstatement of Income of current year to

the same extent.

A2 Assets
Current Assets, Loans Advances
Balance in Saving Accounts with Schedule Banks

Bank Reconciliation Statements (BRS) of saving bank account number
07902010013930 included cheques issued but not presented for payment amounting
to ¥ 7.95 lakh which were pending since March 2011. As these cheques were not
valid for payment as on 31.03.2021, liability for these stale cheques should have
been booked in the accounts. This has resulted in understatement of Current Assets,

as well as Current Liabilities by ¥ 7.95 lakh.

B. Significant Accounting Policies (Schedule 24)

A reference is invited to Slno.12.1 of the above which states that, liability
towards gratuity payable on death/ retirement of employees is to be dealt on actual
basis, in the year it accrues. In respect of payment of gratuity and leave
encashment, NZCC follows the accounting policy to account for the amount paid
/payable to the employees who either retired or expired during the particular
period in which gratuity and leave encashment became due for payment. No
provisions for liabilities for gratuity and leave encashment are booked /provided
in the books of accounts for the employees who are in continuous service or
employed with NZCC at the end of relevant year of balance sheet.

The policy adopted byNZCC is in contravention of Accounting Standard 15 and
the prescribed format, according to which provisions for retirement benefits
should have been made for all the employees i.e. for both retired employees and

working employees.

C1 Net impact of Audit comments on the Annual Accounts

(Under Litigation) amounting to I 1.12 crore. Assistant Provident Fund

Commissioner, Regional Office, EPFO, Chandigarh assessed and ‘passed an order
for recovery of ¥1.12 crore in the year 2015-16. NZCC deposited the same but
initiated appeal for waiver of EPF dues. The case is pending since last year. Facts
regarding showing the funds deposited as recoverable, should have been disclosed
by way of a note in the Contingent Liabilities and Notes to Accounts (Schedule
25).

C3 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.2 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that as per provisions of GFR
2017, all interest earned on grant funds should be remitted to the Consolidated
Fund of India, immediately after finalization of the accounts. The Auditee has
mixed the grant funds with other Income & funds. Separate bank accounts/

Investments have not been kept for grantfunds.

However, despite being pointed out in the previous year, no action has been taken
by NZCC in compliance.Therefore, interest earned on the grant funds could not be
quantified as separate bank accounts/ investments of grant funds were not operated
in the current year 2020-21. NZCC should work out the interest earned on grant
funds which is to be remitted and remit the same to Consolidated Fund of India, in
compliance to aforesaid GFR provisions.

C4 A reference is invited to observation at Sl.no. E.3 of previous year
Separate Audit Report wherein it was pointed out that NZCC was having a
dormant accountin the ICICI Bank, Chhoti Baradari, Patiala (Saving Bank account
No 660301700126). However, though being pointed out in the previous year, this
dormant account was not closed.

D. Grant- in- Aid

Out of available funds of ¥ 6.14 crore including previous years unutilized balance
of T 0.08 crore and grants received during the year I 6.06 crore; NZCC utilized a
sum of ¥ 2.26 crore; leaving an unutilized balance of ¥ 3.88' crore at the end of

the year.

E. Management letter

Deficiencies which have not been included in the Audit report have been brought

to the notice of the Institute’s management through a management letter issued

including < 0.08 lakh and ¥ 0.11 lakh as per comments at $l.no.A.1.1 and A.1.2.
